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SUMMARY

In a recently held WHO workshop it has been recommended to abandon the distinction between poten-
tially malignant lesions and potentially malignant conditions and to use the term potentially malignant
disorders instead. Of these disorders, leukoplakia and erythroplakia are the most common ones. These
diagnoses are still defined by exclusion of other known white or red lesions. In spite of tremendous pro-
gress in the field of molecular biology there is yet no single marker that reliably enables to predict malig-
nant transformation in an individual patient. The general advice is to excise or laser any oral of
